CALORIE BURNERS: ACTIVITIES THAT TURN UP THE HEAT

When it comes to burning calories,
most of us want to get as much mileage
out of our exercise as possible. For many,
the more calories we burn, the better we
feel about our workout. While energy

expenditure should not be the only meas-

ure of a good workout (remember, it's
good for you and makes you feel pretty
good, too), it is helpful to know what a
given activity might be costing you in
terms of calories.

Aword of caution, though, about
counting calories. Simply burning more
calories will take you only so far down
the road to better health. A well-bal-

anced, low-fat diet, plenty of rest and

a healthy attitude are also essential. And,
of course, all things in moderation —
even exercise.

READING THE CHART

The numbers on this chart corre-
spond to how many calories individu-
als of various weights burn per minute
during different activities. Simply mul-
tiply this number by how many min-
utes you perform a given activity. For
example, a 160-pound man jogging
will burn about 12.4 calories per
minute, or 372 calories during a 30-
minute jog.
