ADVISORY COMMITTEE MINUTES
February 6th, 2006
I.
Call to Order - The Recreation Center Advisory Committee met at 8:30 a.m., in the Multi-Purpose Room at the Buckeye Recreation Center. Present were Committee Chairman Fred Pfohl, Committee Members Barbara Piquet and Tracy Simms, Recreation Director Craig Colistra, and Town Manager Michael Boaz.
II.         Review of Minutes from December 12th, 2006 – The minutes from the December 12th, 2006 were reviewed and approved.

Discussion - Agenda Items  

  a. Building Usage/Reports – Craig presented to the committee a summary of visitor usage reports and financial reports for the months of December and January. Fred mentioned sending out emails alerting pass-holders when their passes will expire. Craig said that the Rec Trac program can extract a list every month that will make that feasible. Fred also mentioned a written notice would be a very personable approach as well, which would also reach the pass-holders whom do not receive or check their emails. 
b. Calendars - Craig presented the January and February facility and class calendars to the committee. A new yoga instructor has been hired; Akal Dev Sharonne will be instructing on Thursday’s from 5:35pm to 7:15pm.  Craig presented the idea of the summer camp that BRC staff was in the process of designing. Tracy suggested to begin advertising immediately; Fred asked Craig to develop brochures and promote to Banner Elk Elementary.  Barbara requested for next meeting a Summer Camp proposal that included registration forms, schedules, and activities. It was estimated there would be about 40 kids; a cost of about $25.00 per kid. Barbara and Tracy recommended offering the camp to ages 5-12 year olds. It was also decided the camp will run the week of the 9th and the 16th. Barbara will find the latest cost of Beech Mountain Club’s Summer Camp. Fred suggested additional sports camps as well.  Craig stated he would look into a soccer camp for August. 
c. Marketing –The magnet have been distributed to all the Rental and Real Estate Agencies. Craig mentioned he would be purchasing more magnets; Michael mentioned that Bobby dabbles in this profession as well.

Other Business – The electrician has installed flood lights for the fitness room access path and has also changed outlets in the fitness room. Remaining projects is the illumination of the flag pole, and front access path. Craig gave an update on the PAL summer visit; the council has approved that PAL summer camp can utilize the Recreation Center for a set cost. Tracy presented concerns about degree of access that would be provided to the group. There was a consensus that the kids would the group would bnot have access to the Fitness Room. Craig stated that a contract would be made outlining what amenities would be available. Craig will get back to the committee when more specific information on logistics arrives. The Town’s Cleaning Service will be coming down to the Recreation Center to potentially clean the building.  Craig mentioned they would be needed two times a week. Craig presented dance floor options to the committee.  Concerns were voiced about potential damage to the floor.  Craig volunteered to call the company’s references to check about the quality of the product, and check with the floor company about potential damage to the floor. The committee discusses a weather policy for the BRC classes.  Craig will provide the discusses policy to the committee for approval.
