ADVISORY COMMITTEE MINUTES
March 6th, 2007
I.
Call to Order - The Recreation Center Advisory Committee met at 8:30 a.m., in the Conference Room at the Town Hall. Present were Committee Chairman Fred Pfohl, Committee Members Barbara Piquet and Tracy Simms, and Recreation Director Craig Colistra.
II.         Review of Minutes from February 6th, 2006 – The minutes from the February 6th, 2006 were reviewed and approved.

Discussion - Agenda Items  

  a. Building Usage/Reports – Craig presented to the committee a summary of visitor usage reports for the month of February. Barbara addressed the hours of operation and recommended implementing full-time hours only during the summer months. Discussion pursued on the advantages and disadvantages; the discussion is open. 
b. Calendars - Craig presented the January and February facility and class calendars to the committee. The fitness calendar will remain in its present schedule for the month of April except for the removal of Friday’s Spin & Sculpt. It was recommended to place a box up at Fred’s that displays calendars and other Buckeye Recreation Center information during the summer in addition to inserts in the newpapers. Craig presented the Summer Camp binder, including registration forms, t-shirt designs, and schedule information. Barbara recommended the committee take a look at it on their next visit to the Recreation Center. It was agreed on that the cost of the Basketball Camp would be $50.00.

c. Marketing –More magnets have been purchased to distribute throughout the summer. Fred requested that old banner be re-suspended. Fred recommended that a re-newel letter be sent to pass-holders whose access will be expiring soon.  It was recommended that a letter be sent to new residents as well informing them of the endless recreational opportunities.

Other Business – Craig informed the committee that he received nothing but great responses from the dance floor references. Craig will obtain a quote for a 25’ X 25’ floor and include it in the budget proposal; it should be approx. $5000.00. Craig addressed the committee on the need for a custodial/maintenance position at the Recreation Center since there has been no success in attracting a cleaning crew. Craig informed the committee that Dynamic Sports Construction will be arriving on Monday the 19th and the Recreation Center may be closed as long as 2 weeks. Barbara suggested more sand be put down on the floor and contact Tim from the club to ensure the lines are correct. Craig presented the survey data to the committee and discussion followed; he will type of summary of the results. A date of May 1st @ 6:00pm was agreed for a Buckeye Recreation Center 1-year Anniversary/Town Celebration. The event will be a covered dish and there will be demonstrations on Spinning and Pilates. Barbara recommended a more durable sign for the backdoor access informing of penalties for providing access to non-pass-holders. The budget was reviewed and it was decided that if anyone had any questions, comments, or changes, send an email to Craig. Tracy suggested that a third tier for the weights would take up already limited space and were not a necessity.
