ADVISORY COMMITTEE MINUTES
October 8th, 2007
I.
Call to Order - The Recreation Center Advisory Committee met at 8:30 a.m., in the Multi-Purpose Room of the Buckeye Recreation Center. Present were Committee Chairman Fred Pfohl, Committee Members Barbara Piquet and Tracy Simms, and Recreation Director Craig Colistra.   
II.         Approval of Minutes– The minutes from September 11th, 2007 

were reviewed and approved.

Discussion - Agenda Items  
a. July Report- The September Indoor Recreation Report was presented to the committee. There was a only a 23% decrease in the number of daily visits from August to September, but comparative to last September, there was an increase. Tracy noted to cancel classes on the 31st due to the Halloween celebration. Approximately 45 expired pass-holders between May and July 31st have not renewed their memberships. Craig has sent an email linking expired pass-holders to a survey to provide the reason they did not renew. He will provide those results at next meeting. A quick overview of the list reveals that many have either moved, or did not return this summer. Tracy recommended sending letter to new residents. Craig and Barbara have been working on that project.
b. October Calendars- The October fitness schedule and facility calendars were presented to the committee. Fred suggested a Beginners Spin Class. The Recreation Center offered one last month but no one took advantage of it.

Other Business
a. Playground-Craig described the process for design day on October 25th. Fred expressed concern over construction labor; Tracy and Craig suggested ASU and Lees McRae students.
b. Boardwalk/Landscaping- The boardwalk has been constructed and the sod has been laid. Craig will be purchasing shrubs for the back between the boardwalk and porch. Fred mentioned $50 is available for shrubs from a donation. Fred stated that Jayco will be coming down this week to take a look at the lighting. Fred suggested evergreens around tennis court. 
c. Halloween-Craig noted that the Buckeye Recreation Center will be the location again for this year’s Halloween Event. He has sent out a letter to local businesses and will send a letter out to the children next week. Tracy recommended putting together a list of local youth on Beech Mountain.  
d. Marketing- Many different marketing strategies were discussed. Tracy recommended a large magnet for refrigerators about a quarter of one page to advertise the amenities and fees. Craig will work on that and send a draft to the committee for approval. The center will host an open house for local businesses and real estate companies to refresh their memory on all we have to offer to help advertise to the visitors this winter. It is scheduled for October 23rd @ 12:00pm. Fred will be contacting Ken Ketchy with High County in hopes to acquire an article in the next magazine. Staff is currently working on a brochure to advertise the room rental. A fee of $5.00 per reservation was agreed upon for the ball machine.
