ADVISORY COMMITTEE MINUTES
September 11th, 2007
I.
Call to Order - The Recreation Center Advisory Committee met at 8:30 a.m., in the Conference Room of the Town Hall. Present were Committee Chairman Fred Pfohl, Committee Members Barbara Piquet and Tracy Simms, and Recreation Director Craig Colistra. Town Manager Michael Boaz was in attendance.  
II.         Approval of Minutes– The minutes from August 6th, 2007 

were reviewed and approved.

Discussion - Agenda Items  
a. July Report- The August Indoor Recreation Report was presented to the committee. There was a large decrease in the number of daily visits from July to August, but comparative to last August, there was an increase. Tracy noted that is very important to track all users, even if they are only utilizing the internet. Craig stated that he has asked his staff to track the internet users as a comp visit. Tracy questioned if we should charge for internet access. This would also help track all visitors. It was agreed that free internet access was a selling point to get people in the door. Michael noted that it does not cost the town any extra to have the service. Craig recommended keeping it as is for now and we can address it later if there seems to be a problem with tracking the visitors. Craig noted that the Tennis Courts proposal will be presented to the Town Council.
b. August Calendars- The September fitness schedule and facility calendars were presented to the committee. A yoga class with Lia will be added to the schedule. Barbara expressed concern over the noise level, and Tracy expressed concern over having classes overlap since it caused participants to choose between the two. Unfortunately Craig stated that was the only time that Lia could meet.

Other Business
a. Playground-Craig informed the committee that Michael will be requesting $2,000 from the Town Council to begin the design process.  A motion was made and seconded that a recommendation be made to the Town Council to approve $2,000 for the playground design process.  
b. Watauga County P&R Committee- Craig noted he has been approved as the representative for the Watauga County Parks and Recreation Committee. 
c. Dance Floor Rental- A motion was made and seconded that $50 will be charged if the dance floor is rented. Fred mentioned that it should not matter what size of the floor is requested, it should still be charged the same rate. The committee agreed.
d. Boardwalk- The boardwalk frame has been constructed. Michael stated that the timeline has the Boardwalk being completed by the end of the week.

e. Halloween-Craig noted that the Buckeye Recreation Center will be the location again for this year’s Halloween Event.  
f. Hours of Operation- Tracy expressed her concern over the “off-season” hours of operation and the reason for why they are shortened. She recommended implementing regular hours of operation the entire year. Fred mentioned he thought that was the way they had been. Barbara stated there was not enough money budgeted for regular hours of operation the entire year. Michael noted there are a maximum number of hours that Craig has available for Part-time seasonal staff. Craig recommended that we see how we get through the winter then readdress it at the beginning of March.
g. Fitness Monthly Pass- Craig recommended a monthly fitness pass, where users can purchase a pass for unlimited fitness classes for $50.00. Fred recommended that it should only be available to pass-holders. The monthly fitness pass available to pass-holders was approved.
